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Beautiful Navy Paint Colors

Curb Appeal that Counts
One of the easiest and most effective ways to add curb appeal to your home is to update your front door with fresh paint and shining, new hardware. Navy blue is a beautiful color for a front door, especially against red brick or light-colored siding. Because navy is so versatile, you can pair it with a brushed nickel kick plate, knocker, and door knob, or for a more interesting look, use brass or copper. 
Step Into an Elegant Entry
Whether you have a separate foyer, or your front door opens into your living room, you can create an immediate feeling of sophistication and elegance by using navy blue. Consider a warm wall color, such as Accessible Beige by Sherwin Williams and crisp white trim for your walls, or go a bit bolder and use navy below a chair rail and a light neutral above. Complete the look with rich, dark wood furnishings, light upholsteries and fabrics, and a natural-toned accent color such as green. 
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A Rich and Refined Master Bedroom
Blue is a perfect color for a bedroom due to its soothing, calming qualities, and navy is no exception. Create a crisp, modern bedroom with navy blue walls and beautiful, clean white trim in Alabaster by Sherwin Williams and white bedding and cool gray accents, or design a softer look with an upholstered headboard in a linen color and use linen-hued accents.
